ASPRS-RMR Board of Directors Meeting
September 16, 2009

(Held at the GIS in the Rockies Conference)

Attendees:  Jeff Liedtke (JL), Linda Meyer, Jeff  Young (JY), Sheila Pelczarski, Matt Cross, Ramesh Sivanpillai, Victoria Provenza, and Sharolyn Anderson (SA).
Call to Order  -- Meeting call to order at 4:34pm 
GISR Report --Matt Cross – The number of attendees is about the same as last year, yet still lower than when at Mile High Stadium in 2007.  Expected attendance is 400+.  GIS in the Rockies will be held at the Ranch (present venue) again next year, then the BoD will look for a new venue – Air Force Academy in CO Springs was mentioned as a candidate.  The job fair went well.  The vendor showcase was packed in the morning but had two no-shows in the afternoon.  JL suggested that an announcement be made Thursday morning to help remind/promote the Vendor Showcase.  This was done by Darcee during the Thurs. morning announcements.  There is no fiscal problem with the 2009 GISITR conference, but it barely made a profit.  

Treasury Report -- Linda Meyer – Checking account balance is $9,858.21, CD is $18,2235.43  The CD comes up for renewal October 16, 2009.  Question presented was “Do we want to withdraw some money without penalties?”  With nominal  money coming back from GISR, ASPRS-RMR may need to withdraw some funds to cover 2010 scholarships and other expenses.  The time span is before the next meeting 20 Oct, so the vote to withdraw some money will be via email.   

National Director Report  -- Jeff Young – Three things of note:  1)  Guideline for procuring professional mapping services passed  and now is on the national ASPRS web site  2) guidelines for fiscally prudent behavior passed and 3)  meeting in San Antonio – go if you can.    Bylaws Committee had a flurry of messages about the local chapters’ responsibility.  

New Mexico Chapter Report -- Clyde Hubbard – given by JL – Clyde is working with the universities to get the student chapters kicked off.  The NMSU chapter was approved by National ASPRS.  

Montana Chapter Report -- Rick Lawrence – given by JL –  Rick is looking into what is needed to expand the existing Montana State chapter to the ‘State of Montana’ student chapter.  Need update on this activity – JL will follow up with Rick and report back to the BoD.
Membership Outreach -- Ramesh Sivanpilllai – Membership outreach was completed (past member list). Ramesh will work with Sheila on the scholarship announcement email blast.  Also, Ramesh will email an info packet to the colleges and universities in the region.

JY:  National has asked for help in recruiting more ASPRS members.  RMR is helping in this initiative with our new student chapters.  

SA sent Raphael Moreno’s contact information to Matt Cross to see if Dr. Moreno was interested in a student chapter at CU-Denver or if he was interested in having students sign up with DU Chapter.  If so, SA will invite the CU-Denver students to DU events.
Newsletter Status/Issues -- Sheila P. for Kristi -- Nothing to report other than the up and coming newsletter deadline (Sept 25) for article submission.   We need someone to write the GISR report.   As the ASPRS representative for GISR, JL nominated Matt Cross to write the report, and LM seconded.    

Website – Sheila Pelczarski --  Still working on the software install.  However, she has all the licenses that are needed.    Jobs and news are updated.   SP will send out the email blast for the student scholarships.
Misc Business – Questions presented “Do we know the date of the annual meeting?”  No, but Jeff Young will follow up and initiate arrangements.  
We need to announce new board member nominations.  Open ASPRS-RMR BoD positions include: Secretary, Treasurer, VP, President, and GISR planning committee rep. (1). Ramesh may be interested in filling the VP position, and Trent Casi is interested in the President position in 2010.  We might want to ask Terry Ryan to be nominated. Talked about possibility of extending main board member (President, VP, Treasurer, Secretary) terms from one year to two years.
