The Boulder and Clear Creek Ranger Districts on the Arapaho and Roosevelt National Forests and Pawnee National Grasslands are conducting an outreach to identify candidates for a permanent part-time position as a Zone GIS Specialist serving the two Districts.  This position is identified as a permanent part-time position not to exceed 32 hours per week, though it may be increased to 40 hours per week without further competition, depending on future workload.
This position primarily provides GIS and data base management support to the South Zone Planning and Implementation Team that is responsible for fuel reduction and other vegetation management projects on the Boulder and Clear Creek Ranger Districts.  The position also supports other resource functional areas on the Districts including recreation, lands, fire, and wildlife.  

Specific duties related to the position include assisting in the development and implementation of the geospatial program for the Zone.  
Duties Include: 

· Coordinating and developing geospatial information analysis requirements with other program specialists, managers, collaborators, and other internal and external partners.
·   Inspecting and editing geospatial data to ensure compliance with applicable specifications, for inclusion of the data in the corporate database. 
·  Applying geographic and cartographic principles in geospatial database construction and map compilation.
·   Coordinating input from other resource specialists to determine type, amount and level of information required for the development and analysis of project alternatives
·   Monitoring the collection and analysis of inventory and other resource data and coordinates the conversion of geospatial information into GIS databases.
The Boulder Area

The City of Boulder, with a population of about 101,547, is nestled against the Front Range of Colorado’s Rocky Mountains.  The elevation is 5,348 feet above sea level.  Boulder is located 26 miles northwest of Denver and its’ metro-area population of more than 2.3 million people.  

As the 8th largest city in the state, Boulder is a full-service community. Health care facilities and churches are widely available.  Entertainment opportunities abound in Boulder and the metropolitan area, with a wide array of restaurants, dinner theaters, and world-class museums and sports-and-music venues.  

The Denver metropolitan area’s economy is strong with many dual career opportunities, including a wide variety of federal agencies in easy driving distance, and many private sector job opportunities. Federal employees stationed in Boulder receive locality pay to offset the cost of living in this area. 

An average 2-bedroom apartment rents for $850 to $1,200 per month.  In 2004 the median price for a single-family home in Boulder County was $399,900, though numerous homes are available within easy commute in the $225,000-$300,000 range. For town homes and condos the median price in 2004 was $206,000. 

There are many institutions of higher learning in the area. The University of Colorado is located in Boulder, and Colorado State University, is located an hour to the north, in Fort Collins. Several branches of the Front Range Community College are nearby.  

Outdoor recreation opportunities in and around Boulder are extensive.  Some of the best cross-country and downhill skiing and snowboarding in the world is within 1 to 4 hours away.  Because of strong local commitment to open space, the City and County maintain many multi-purpose trails for walking, running, hiking and biking, in addition to the trails available on the District.  

Indian Peaks Wilderness Area, which spans the continental divide, provides nearby wilderness day-use and camping opportunities. Rock-climbing and mountain climbing are locally popular; Colorado has 50 peaks higher than 14,000 feet. Rocky Mountain National Park, a spectacular national treasure, adjoins the District. 

Colorado’s Front Range has a semi-arid climate, with 300 days of sunshine per year.  Summer highs typically range in the 80’s and 90’s with afternoon thunderstorms and pleasantly cool nights.  Winter nights are cold, but daytime temperatures typically warm to 30 – 60 degrees.  Boulder receives approximately 83 inches of snowfall each year. Snow doesn’t last long in Boulder; it melts quickly under the bright Colorado sunshine.
