THE POSITION

The position is located on the Mancos-Dolores Ranger District of the San Juan National Forest and the Dolores Field Office of the Bureau of Land Management. The incumbent serves as a Geographic Information Systems (GIS) and database specialist.  The primary purpose of this position is to support the implementation and operation of GIS and associated Databases.  Work will involve supporting GIS operations for both Bureau of Land Management and Forest Service.  In the short run, a high priority will be supporting the resource management plan for the Canyon of the Ancients National Monument.

MANCOS-DOLORES DISTRICT/FIELD OFFICE
Personnel in the Dolores Public Lands Office administer over 600,000 acres of National Forest land and 600,000 acres of BLM land.   The District fuels reduction goal is to annually implement mechanical treatment or burning across a minimum of 4000 acres of Forest and BLM lands.  Most fuels reduction work will occur in pinyon-juniper woodlands or ponderosa pine forest.  Activities most frequently occur in the wildland–urban interface.  Programs must integrate vegetation management, wildlife, range, archeological, and other resources. 

The District contains the headwaters of the Dolores River.  McPhee Reservoir (the second largest body of water in Colorado) lies within the District boundary.  Approximately one-half of the Lizard Head Wilderness Area lies within the jurisdiction of the Mancos-Dolores District.  The mountainous terrain varies from under 7000 feet of elevation to over 14,000 feet.   

SAN JUAN NATIONAL FOREST & SAN JUAN RESOURCE AREA
The San Juan National Forest is headquartered in Durango, Colorado.   More than 1.9 million acres of Southwest Colorado are managed on the San Juan.  Primary resource activities include recreation, range and timber management, fisheries, water quality, and heritage and cultural resources.  

The San Juan Field Office, Bureau of Land Management is co-located with the San Juan Supervisor’s Office.  It is responsible for managing more than 750,000 surface acres and one million sub-surface acres in the Four Corners, including mineral estate in Colorado, Utah, New Mexico, and the Ute Mountain and Southern Ute Reservations.  Primary management activities include oil and gas exploration and development, mining, recreation, range, wildlife, cultural resources, and lands/realty.  Also under the management of the San Juan Field Office are the Canyons of the Ancients National Monument and the Anasazi Heritage Center in Dolores, Colorado.

DOLORES, COLORADO

Dolores is located in Montezuma County, in the heart of the Four Corners region.  Population within the Dolores city limits is approximately 850.  The total population in Montezuma County is about 24,500.  The town lies at an elevation of 6900 feet and is located along the Dolores River.  Dolores is a full service community.  There is one doctor’s office, one grocery store, several restaurants, numerous churches, a bar and a brew pub.  There is a K-12 school serving about 700 students.  Other larger, full service communities are Cortez, located 10 miles south of Dolores, Durango, located approximately 50 miles southeast of Dolores, and Farmington, New Mexico, located approximately 85 miles southeast of Dolores.   The climate is considered mild with over 300 days of sunshine.  

Real estate prices vary.  Housing prices are in the $100,000 to $300,000 range.  Rentals are somewhat scarce and for a two to three bedroom house range from $600 to $850 per month.  Apartments are from $375 to $450.  

The economy of Dolores and Montezuma County is based primarily on tourism, agriculture and recreation.  Archaeological sites are extensive in the Four Corners area and Mesa Verde National Park, home of the ancient cliff dwellings, is 20 miles south of Dolores.

Recreational opportunities abound in our area.  Telluride Ski Area is located about 65 miles north of Dolores, and Durango Mountain Resort Ski Area is located about 20 miles north of Durango. There are two public golf courses, one located in Durango and the other in Cortez.  Dolores is also located about 2 hours east of the famous “canyon lands” of southeast Utah and about 3 hours northeast of Lake Powell.  Hiking, camping, river rafting, fishing, skiing, and mountain biking are all popular recreational activities.
