The Southern Colorado Plateau Inventory and Monitoring Network (SCPN) seeks a data management assistant to provide GIS, relational database, data mining, and general data management assistance.  This will be a full-time term position not to exceed 13 months, with a possible extension of up to 4 years, filled at the GS-7/9 level.  This position may be filled as a biologist, geographer, cartographer or physical scientist.
The purpose of the SCPN is to conduct biotic inventories, and develop and implement long-term monitoring of significant natural resources for a network of 19 national park areas located on the southern Colorado Plateau.  The data management assistant will work in a team atmosphere with a motivated group of specialists and park staff in designing and implementing the data management framework for the SCPN Inventory and Monitoring Program.  The incumbent will work with the data manager to design, build and maintain project databases, NPS service-wide databases, geographic information systems, file management systems, digital document libraries, and information distribution systems.  The incumbent will have the opportunity to work on a wide variety of data and information management projects, including updating and coordinating certification of the NPSpecies database, maintenance of and content formation for the SCPN website, working with legacy datasets to evaluate and analyze data, acquiring and maintaining spatial datasets with metadata and performing GIS analysis.  In addition, the incumbent will have the opportunity to be involved in planning and development of the SCPN’s long-term vital signs monitoring program.

The position will be based in Flagstaff, AZ on the campus of Northern Arizona University.   Flagstaff, Arizona, a city with a population of around 55,000 and an elevation of 7,000 ft., offers complete medical, dental and shopping services, along with excellent educational opportunities at Northern Arizona University and Coconino Community College.  The surrounding desert, mountains and lakes provide varied recreational opportunities.  The position will include a combination of office work, field work and travel to the parks.
