The Fire Sciences Laboratory (FiSL) is a Forest Service research laboratory of the Rocky Mountain Research Station.  The FiSL has four research units:  Fire Effects, Fire Behavior, Fire Chemistry, and Fire Suppression.  The FiSL consists of several laboratories and offices, a Fire Effects Library, two wind tunnels, and the world's largest controlled environment combustion chamber used in forest fire research.  The laboratory is located near the Johnson-Bell Airport and adjacent to the Aerial Fire Depot, which promotes interaction with fire suppression personnel and facilitates the use of aircraft in experiments.
