STUDENT SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

ASPRS-RMR Guidelines for the 2021-2022 Academic Scholarship

Student shall be enrolled at an accredited, college-level, academic institution (and be in good academic standing) within the ASPRS Rocky Mountain Region.  

If Undergraduate student, you must be in your JUNIOR or SENIOR year and pursuing a Bachelor’s Degree.  

If Graduate student, you must be enrolled as a Masters or Ph.D. candidate. 

    (For Graduate students, research will count toward full-time equivalency.) 

Student should have at least one quarter or semester of school and/or research remaining before graduation when the scholarship is awarded in Feb./March.  

Student should have a declared major in a field related to ASPRS.  (Examples:  

Natural Resources Management, Agriculture, Archeology, Optical Engineering, Geography, Geosciences, Life Sciences, Urban/Regional Planning, Forestry, etc.)

Application must include at least one letter of recommendation from a Professor in the student’s field of study.  Letters of recommendation should be on University letterhead and can either be included with this application or sent separately by the Professor(s) via postal mail or e-mail.  

Preference will be given to those studies that apply sound scientific principles in Geospatial Technologies (Remote sensing, Photogrammetry, Geographic Information Systems, etc.) to practical applications.  

Scholarship awards will be based on academic merit, not on financial need.  

Application must include a short narrative on “My research interests and why I should be awarded this academic scholarship."
All applications will be graded on the following criteria:  Quality of Narrative, Field of Study, Scholastic Ability, Enthusiasm, Letter of Recommendation, Communication, and Extra-curricular Activity (e.g., involvement in a professional organization).

Graduate Student applications will also be graded on Quality of Research and Appropriateness of Research.  In addition, Ph.D. candidates will also be graded on Uniqueness of Research and Innovation of Research.

* Please Note:  Incomplete applications will receive reduced points.
